How to install your mp4 player and put conference downloads onto it.

Step 1:

Put the small side of the USB cable into your mp4 player, making sure the mp4 player is switched off. Put the other end into a free USB port on your PC.

Step 2:

Your mp4 player will light up, and the connection screen will appear. Your mp4 player is connecting to your PC.

Step 3:

A menu box will appear on your computer screen, asking you what to do with the ‘removable disk’ that has just been found. This is your mp4 player, and you want to select the option ‘open folder to view files’. You may also wish to select ‘always do the selected action’ this way every time you connect your mp4 player, It will always open the folder. Depending on how many drives you already have installed on your PC, your mp4 player could be either E:/ F:/ or G:/, but could also be a higher letter.
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Step 4:

Once the folder is open, it is really simple, all you have to do, once you have some mp4 files, is to simply copy and paste, or just drag them into the folder you have just opened. You can either put all your music in here, or you can create folders and rename them to separate your music. It’s up to you!
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Step 5:

Once your music has copied into the folder, and there is nothing left copying, it is safe to simply unplug your mp4 player. Press power and wait for it to load up, then all your new songs will be available to play!
To play your mp4 files:

Turn on the mp4 player and wait for it to load, at the menu screen, use the forward and back buttons to navigate to the ‘Music’ section and press menu again. The player loads, and you can either press play, to play the current song, or skip between songs then press play. The name of the song appears in the black bar across the centre of the screen.
This mp4 player supports the following file types:

Mp1, mp2, mp4, wma, wmv, wwa, asf, mpge, mov, avi.

Simple operations:

Play music:

Insert earphones into jack, hold down play to enter music mode, press play again to play music. Press menu to pick options like equalizer and play modes.

To record sounds:

Enter main menu, select recording mode, press play to start recording. The recording will be saved in the root folder. If ‘overflow’ is displayed, then you will have to switch to a different directory.

To select recording type:

Press menu to enter recording menu,  press next to select recording type option then press menu to enter this menu. Press next to switch between the following options:

	Better sound
	WAV format with good sound

	Long recording
	ACT format with common sound

	Good voice control
	WAV format

	Long voice recoding
	ACT format


Press play to start recording.
How to receive FM radio:

Enter main menu, push next to select FM mode, press menu to enter FM mode submenu, auto search, push pre/next for about 2 seconds, the player will scan back and forward per 100khz and stops at the scanned station. If you want to stop scanning, press pre/next once. Once a station is found you can save it by pressing menu to enter the submenu and pressing menu again to save the station. Press play when any station is selected to play.
To record the station while playing enter the submenu by pressing menu twice. Select the band interface and choose fine rec or long rec (the audio quality mentioned above) continue playing to record..

Photo browser.

Enter from main menu to see status of files. If there are no files the display will be empty. You can add pictures the same way as you would songs. Press play to view the picture. Press next to scan through files. You can select auto play to browse through the files like a slideshow. You can select each pictures display time from 1 – 8 seconds.
Screen settings:

During brightness adjustment mode, 0 is most dark and 15 is most bright

Power off setting:

For power saving mode, you can set in seconds. When reaching this time, the player will power off automatically. Sleeping mode can be set so that when it reaches the time the player will power off automatically. This function is for listening to music before sleeping, so the player will turn off automatically rather than staying on all night while you sleep. This function has to be re-enabled each time you use the player

Other settings:

Play speed (play submenu):

When playing mp4 files, you can change the play speed faster or slower.

While playing, select menu to enter submenu and select play speed, press enter, and then use the forward and back buttons to select speed.
